Day 1  Australia  Colombo 
Fly from Australia to Colombo, Sri Lanka’s 
Capital city with a rich colonial heritage. 
Upon arrival at Colombo International 
Airport you are met and transferred to your 
hotel. 

Day 2  Colombo                               Meal: B/D
After breakfast enjoy the sights of Colombo 
and visit the Folk Art Centre, Art Galleries, 
Parks,  Independence Square,  and the 
renowned shopping centre. 

Day 3  Colombo  Dambulla (4.5 hrs)	
       Meal: B/D

After breakfast travel to Anuradhapura, the 
most celebrated of Sri Lanka’s ancient ruined 
cities. The city’s greatest treasures are its 
dagobas. Later proceed towards Habarana 

and check-in at your hotel for three nights. 

Day 4  Wildlife Safari                           Meal: B/D
After breakfast enjoy a visit to the UNESCO 
Site of Polonnaruwa, the ancient capital of 
Sri Lanka.  As of date, the city remains as one 
of the best planned archaeological relic sites 
in the country. This afternoon proceed for a 
wildlife safari at Minneriya National Park. The 
Park is habitat to one of the largest elephant 
population and wild species of birds and 
reptiles. 

Day 5  Village experience & Dambulla 
             Caves 		         Meal: B/D
Enjoy an early morning easy walk around the 
small villages to see the daily life of farmers. 
The guided walk goes along side of the 
Hiriwaduna Lake, take a little jungle rivulet 
by Catamaran, visit a farmer’s house to enjoy 
your packed breakfast with tea, followed by 
a bullock cart ride through the paddy fields. 
This afternoon we visit the World Heritage 
Site of Dambulla Caves dating back to the 
2nd century BC. 
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(Sri Dalada Maligawa). This evening enjoy the 
upper Lake drive and watch a cultural dance 
show (including fire walking) before finishing 
your day. 

Day 9  Kandy		         Meal: B/D
After breakfast visit Peradeniya Botanical 
Gardens – 147 acres. There are more than 
5,000 species of trees, plants and creepers. 
Return to Kandy and visit a Gem Museum 
and wood crafting shops for which Sri Lanka 
is famous. Also, visit the Temple of the Tooth 
Relic where the Buddhists visit daily for holy 
rituals. Overnight stay in Kandy. 

Day 10  Kandy  Nuwara Eliya     Meal: B/D
Today we travel to Nuwar Eliya, the ‘Little 
England’ of Sri Lanka, which is set against 
beautiful backdrops of Mountains, Valleys, 
Waterfalls and Tea Plantations. On arrival 
in Nuwara Eliya visit a Tea Plantation and 
factory to witness the process of raw green 
leaf into the finished product. 
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Day 6  DambullaTrincomalee (2.5 hrs)   
Meal: B/D

After breakfast  travel  to Tr incomalee, 
stopping at the 5th century old Sigiriya Rock 
Fortress. The mirror walls of the Sigiriya rock 
still retain the world famous frescoes of the 
king’s concubines, who originated from all 
parts of the world. On arrival to Trincomalee 
check-in at your hotel for two nights.

Day 7  Trincomalee	        Meal: B/D
Today is at leisure to enjoy the beautiful 
white sandy beaches at Trincomalee. For 
those wishing to do further sightseeing there 
is the option of a half day tour to visit Fort 
Frederick, Kanniyai Hot wells and Lover’s 
Leap. Overnight stay in Trincomalee. 

Day 8  Trincomalee  Kandy (2 hrs)	        
Meal: B/D

After breakfast travel to Kandy, stopping at 
the Spice Plantations at Matale. Later proceed 
towards Kandy, the home of The Tooth Relic
