After breakfast visit the 2000 year old
Swayambhunath stupa, (UNESCO World

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heritage site). Pashupatinath temple is one
of the holiest pilgrimage destinations for all
the Hindus of the world. Stay overnight in
Kathmandu.

Day 8 Kathmandu = Delhi Meal: B
After breakfast you are transferred to
Kathmandu international airport for your
flight to Delhi. Upon arrival at Indira Gandhi
International Airport you are met and
transferred to your hotel.
